HUNT WHERE WE SKII OR GO WITH SNOW SHOES FOR SEVERAL
KILOMETERS PER DAY. IT REQUIRES THAT THE HUNTER IS IN GOOD
PHYSICAL CONDITION. THIS IS THE OPPOSITE OF THE “SIT-AND-WAIT-
HUNT".

THE AVERAGE SHOOTING DISTANCES VARY BETWEEN 150 - 200 METERS.
HOWEVER THE SHOTS ARE OFTEN CALM AND WITH SHOOTING SUPPORT
FROM PADDED SNOW. THE VITAL IMPACT IS SMALL ON A
CAPERCALLIE/BLACK GROUSE, AND THE SHOT HAVE TO BE PRECISE DUE
TO THE LONG DISTANCES.

CAPERCALLIE/BLACK GROUSE WINTER STALKING IS CONSIDERED AS

ONE OF THE MOST DIFFICULT GAME TO HUNT. THE BIRDS HAVE SHARP

VISION AND HEARING, AND ONCE SPOTTED, YOU HAVE TO CAREFULLY
SNEAK TOWARDS THEM UNTIL THEY'RE IN RANGE.
